LGBT Pride March
Remembering Stonewall facts, for seventeen years, June 28 is celebrated all over the world as the LGBT Pride March. Even though, at the beginning meant an honor of the transvestite dead in Stonewall, further at the end became a Gay Pride; made invisible other identities and especially Trans and intersex ones. Many people think that this event have losed its political objective and have became only a fashion action that don’t represent anything critical to the system. ¿Is the March of the LGBT Pride relevant in a political way? 

Agenda and realities 
There is a great challenge create a common agenda between trans community between the “first world” and people that live in countries with less development in laws, health services and respect of their human rights, as the countries call under the name of “third world”. In the Bulletin T-Informa N°2 (January 2008) we present a possible Trans world agenda. This is an initiative to approach demands and proposals built up in different regions during two important events: IV Regional Conference of ILGALAC and I European Transgender Council in civil and politic rights. The main common demands could be:

1. Acceptance and inclusion of gender diversity in society. Especially in public opinion, looking for a political use of Trans and intersexual term. It is important to mention that Tran’s identity not necessarily implies a corporal transformation. 

2. Looking for laws and norms against discrimination based on gender identity. Laws should be written in a manner that respects the freedom and independence in regard to adopt any identity beyond biological sex. 

3. Respect to gender identity and the possibility to adopt the name that fits better with self identity. Also, the legal recognition of identities adopted by Tran’s people. 

4. Recognition of human rights, specially right to be autonomy, right to develop any personality, right to live with dignity, right to work, health, education, culture in an environment with respect for diversity. 

Strategic Alliances
Trans and intersex community are parts of a very complex world, where many groups had their own demands for a full citizenship, for the respect of their human rights, for better conditions of life, autonomy, freedom and a live without any violence. In this context, which alliances should be considered necessary in order to go beyond personal desire and become Tran’s identity an ideological position? Which group demands are more closely to our demands: women, feminists, gays, lesbian, ecologist, right position, left position?

Global action for no violence against Tran’s community

Cases of violence, death and aggression are aspects that all Trans’ community bear all over the world. That is the reason because the Trans Secretariat have targeted a campaign called “No violence against trans population” to denounce and protest against these continue and terrible violation of our rights. This could be a first step for further efforts to get consensus in our needs, desires and demands to create common objectives. This is an effort that need the commitment and willness of everybody. 

Along this month we had suggest different dates for this global actions:
Second Saturday of October: Trans Day in Europe, event organized for eleven years

November 20th: Transgender Day of Remembrance, this day is also Anniversary of Franco’s death in Spain, and Anniversary of Mexican Revolution

May 4th: First Law of Gender Identity in the world, Turkey 1988

April 3: date in which ILGA Trans Secretariat was created
